Introduction

Claremont Unified School District (CUSD) believes that all students should have access to technology as part of
their educational development. To protect its students, the District uses technology measures to block or filter, to
the extent practicable, access to visual depictions that are obscene, pornographic, or harmful to minors, as
required by the Children’s Internet Protection Act (CIPA). Users should have no expectation of privacy regarding
their use of District technology, network, and/or Internet access or files, including email. All students are
supervised by a staff member while using the internet.

Terms of Agreement

District technology is for educational purposes only and should be used in a responsible, courteous and legal
manner. Please review and discuss the following rules with your child regarding the use of CUSD technology.
Ask your child to:

1. Use the computer only with the permission of the teacher and only for the purpose the teacher has

requested.

Not use the computer to harass, frighten or bully anyone.
